Subject: Maintenance for Public Art

Bronze sculptures with a natural style patina (non-pigmented) are a great choice for
outdoor artwork. With time, they develop a naturally rich patina of their own.
Cleaning and care are recommended to keep them looking spectacular.

Outdoor bronze, we recommend waxing two to four times a year depending on the
climate,

Application Process:

° Wipe the surface area with a clean non-abrasive cotton cloth.

° Place a thin coat of wax on the area. We recommend Renaissance Wax or Trewax
Brand Carnauba Clear Paste Wax.

° After 15-20 minutes buff the sculpture with a clean cotton cloth.

We recommend cleaning your outdoor bronze or stainless steel sculpture with a
mixture of water and dish soap using a soft cloth, wipe with a cotton towel to remove
debris. Rinse well making sure not to allow the soap to dry. Avoid washing on very
hot days or in very bright sunlight (can cause the soap to dry). Be careful to avoid
scratching the sculpture.
